 Town bylaws require owners to pick up solid waste and dispose of it properly 

 Do not let your dog visit other beachgoers or dogs, unless welcomed

• Dog Friendly Areas include Chase Park and Kate Gould Park in Chatham;

Thompson’s Field in Harwich (located between Rte. 39 and Chatham Rd.); Fresh

Pond Dog Park in Dennis (Rte. 134 in Dennis); The Cape Cod National Seashore

in Eastham and all town landings.

• Nickerson State Park (Rte. 6A West towards Brewster) is one of the most popular

and largest areas for a good, long dog walk. With over 1,900 acres and miles of

walking trails, this is the perfect spot to pack a picnic basket and spend the day.

Please note that dogs are allowed on all hiking trails and paved trails, but are not

allowed at the pond or public beaches. Your dog must be leashed at all times!
